TRANSFER Information

The Francis Marion Transfer Credit Guide serves to help prospective students understand what courses are considered transferable to FMU from
any of the 16 South Carolina Technical Colleges. All transferable coursework is listed in the Statewide Articulation Agreement portion of this
document. It is important to note that no more than 76 semester hours of credit may be accepted from institutions accredited as junior colleges or
two-year institutions. Additionally, in order to complete requirements for an undergraduate degree, a transfer student must earn at least 25% of the
required semester hours for that degree in residence at FMU (including a minimum of 12 semester hours above 299 in your major).

As stated in the Francis Marion University 2024-2025 Academic Catalog, students who have earned an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree
from a public two-year institution of higher learning shall receive a minimum of sixty (60) transfer credit hours (page 54).
